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The above dimensions are guidelines and yours may vary.


The ¾” PVC pipe was centered onto the 24” 2x4 and held in place with zip ties.


A Farberware model 454 rotisserie motor was used that was purchased off Ebay.  I this model because is had a two prong AC outlet to plug something else into it.


I used the rotisserie spit that came with the rotisserie motor. I used a blow torch to heat it up to put a 90◦ bend in it and cut it 10” down. You want to make sure the linkage arm is centered on what you want to be pushing up and down.


The ½” PVC pipe that goes inside the ¾” PCV pip was cut to a 23” length.
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
